So, how does my story relate to the theme of this
book?  What the Spirit of God showed me
concerning my errors has everything<to do with
supernatural living — the foundation.for writing this
book.

God Reveals by His Spirit

At first, there were several things that | allowed to
blind me from the truth. One was not heeding
revelation given by the Spirit. | was by no means
living a supernatural life. 1 was really living
beneath-the supernatural and indulging in my base
lower nature. God was trying to reveal to me by the
Spirit what He prepared for me, but every time the
Spirit of God was gently nudging me to write, |
allowed my base instincts to rule my decisions.
God was saying, “Write!” but my response was,
“Not now, I need to find a job first. 1 do not see
how writing is going to help me right now.” I



remember thinking, “Do you know how long it
would take to get a book written, published,
marketed and distributed before seeing anything
materialize?” Oh, how wrong [ was in my thinking!
What my thinking really revealed was my lack of
faith. | lacked faith in God, the promise of God,
and the gift God invested in me.

Lack of Faith

My lack of faith stemmed from the root of unbelief.
The root of my skepticism -was not all that
uncommon. My question was not could God do it
for me, but rather would He-do it for me now, when
| needed it the most. _The truth of the matter was |
believed that | had to.do something within my own
power to make what was God’s ordained work. I
moved away - from one of the basic tenets of the
Christian faith: “Have faith in God” (cf. Mark
11:22).- 1 was focused on relying on myself to be in
the right position before moving forward. All the
while, God was trying to move me into His purpose.
| was not living by faith (what I did not see), | was
living by “the facts” and my feelings.



The Natural Man in Effect

The Word of God is true when it states that the
natural man cannot understand the things of the
Spirit. Our lower nature just cannot fully
comprehend the spiritual workings of things
orchestrated by God.

| was being led away by my own understanding,
and | was becoming more and more comfortable in
making my own decisions without being led by the
Spirit. | just had to do what was necessary to
survive and keep myself afloat; | thought. | did not
count the cost of yielding to my natural
predilections. | just could not see how pouring a
significant amount of time into writing would pay
off and help to meet my immediate needs. This was
my main problem: the natural man hindering the
spiritual man. | was allowing the natural man to be
king, rather than letting the Holy Spirit take the
lead.

The Word of God declares that the natural man
cannot receive the things of the Spirit of God, for
they are foolishness to him. God showed me how |
fell prey to this error: Every time the Spirit of God
prompted me to write | would declare...



Because my natural man did not yield to the
instruction of God, | led myself down a path
whereby | made several decisions based on .my
lower nature rather than being led by the Spirit of
God. Some of those decisions | would later regret. |
would have to repent and trust God, in his'mercy, to
turn things around on my behalf. Trust me when |
say, living by the natural man is not living at all.
Supernatural living is, by far, the more superior way
to live.



Chapter 9

The Conclusion of the Matter: Why Is
Living Supernaturally Important
Today?

As stated in the introduction of the book, the
purpose of this teaching is not to focus solely on
obtaining riches and material goods to- feed your
fleshly lusts. All of the information shared to this
point has an eternal purpose which-is significant to
all of humanity.

Living supernaturally is a significant element of the
Body of Christ’s purpose in the last days because
God is a God of perpetual increase. God never
decreases; increase is characteristic of His nature. |
have often said, “If Jesus left the Church in such
power, then upon His return He wants the Church to



exhibit greater power than what was evident when
He departed.” Jesus is expecting greater works to
be in operation and we must step up to the plate.

We have got work to do. The greater works- MUST
be performed in this hour to reveal the glory of
God. Can you see it? Look at everything that is
going on around us as of late. Within the last 3 — 5
years, there has been so much devastation on the
earth. Major earthquakes-have shaken us around
the world; in Haiti (January 2010), Chile (February
2010), and Japan (December 2010); followed by a
Tsunami in Japan just 3 months later (March 2011).
In the U.S. devastating tornados and torrential rains
caused major flooding and massive damage in the
Delta area affecting the states of Mississippi,
Alabama, Georgia and Tennessee, in April and May
2011. Later in August 2011, Hurricane Irene hit the
East Coast of the U.S. and the Caribbean with its
devastation ranking it to be the seventh most costly
hurricane in U.S. history. Fourteen months later in
October 2012, Hurricane Sandy, which became the
second most costly hurricane in U.S. history, hit the



Caribbean, the Northeastern part of the U.S. and
spread to the Midwest region affecting 24 states.

Famine continues in many countries in the Eastern
Hemisphere, where drought is pervasive. Disaster
needs are at an all time high around the globe.

In Sudan and other countries, people are being
oppressed because of their Christian beliefs. Men
are losing their limbs; women and girls are being
ravaged and raped; and the heinous act of slavery is
being perpetrated as people are being sold like
cattle.

In the U.S. there have-been grave racial and social
injustices.  Racism remains in existence and
periodically rears its ugly head when such injustices
are perpetrated within our society.
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
